Rules for the RBL 2012 Remembrance Competition
1. This year the competition will be a poster competition with a theme of the ‘Royal British Legion and its Work’

2. This can be any aspect of the work of the Royal British Legion based on one, or more, of its 4 core activities.
a) Remembrance -  to ensure that the nation continues to honour the memory of those who have fallen

b)  Health and welfare – to ensure our beneficiaries get the respect, support and fair treatment they need;

c. Comradeship - to provide opportunities to benefit from special relationships and shared experiences;

d. Representation - to act as campaigner for the Armed Forces community on issues that affect them;
3.   There will be 5 classes as follows 

Class 1 – aged 5 to 7 on 26 October 2012

Class 2 – aged 8 to 11 on 26 October 2012


Class 3 – aged 12 to 14 on 26 October 2012


Class 4 – aged 15 to 18 on 26 October 2012

Class 5 – open age

4.  The poster can be in any medium but must be on paper no larger than A3. 
5.  Entries must be the original work of the entrant. The name, address and age of the artist must be on the reverse and for entries in classes 1, 2 and 3 the entry must be countersigned by a teacher or parent as meeting the conditions of entry.
6. The judges will take into account the artistic merit of the design, its relevance to the RBL core activities and its appeal to the general public, particularly those aged under 30. 
7.  A small prize will be awarded to the winners of each class and we hope to make arrangements to display the winning posters (and possibly others of merit) in local shops during Poppy Appeal commencing Saturday 3 November until Monday 12 November.
8. Closing date for the competition will be 5pm on Friday 26 October 2012 and entries can be handed in at the Harborough Mail Offices or sent to RBL Poster Competition, 5 Manor Rd, Fleckney, Leics, LE8 8TN.
9. It is regretted that no entries can be returned. Winning entries will remain the property of the Market Harborough Branch of the Royal British Legion and may used for publicity in connection with RBL activities.
