WW2 Veterans receive Citizen of Honour

Legion Life Member Albert (Dusty) Miller was amongst the first Second World War veterans to receive a Citizen of Honour certificate from the Lord Mayor of Liverpool today. Other veterans to receive the award at the Launch included Chindit Philip Hayden, Albert Lewtas, Bernard O’Byrne, John Doran, Philip Hayden, Walter Soper and Canon William Todd who thanked the City on behalf of all the Veterans.

In June, the city council resolved to award surviving servicemen and women including Merchant Seafarers who served in World War II the Citizen of Honour civic award in recognition of the part they played in ensuring our freedom.

Lord Mayor, Councillor Erica Kemp, made award to the first 7 veterans at The Royal British Legion’s pop-in centre on Williamson Street in Liverpool city centre on Tuesday 16 September.
