	
	Helston Cottage Hospital
Helston and District Cottage Hospital opened on 21/05/1923 following the raising of funds by the people of the Lizard Peninsula.
It has served as the Peninsula’s central War Memorial.  During the First World War, 200 men lost their lives in service to King and Country and many more were maimed. 
The foundation stone was laid in May 1922, with the hospital opening a year later.  It was re-named Helston Community Hospital in 2008.
100 years on, our hospital still provides essential NHS services, and to the wider community in their homes.
