where many of his father’s mates are buried and much sentimental meaning for Nigel.
The Parade Marshal asked Nigel if he would return with the Branch Standard to parad
it at the Bayeux Cathedral for the 80" anniversary next year.

I am sure that there will be no problem giving Nigel permission to take the Branch
Standard to Normandy again.
